A Profile of Dato S. Karunanithi

A well known name in Ipoh, especially among the Celoynese community is non other than our very own Dato S. Karunanithi. Born in December 1937 at Kuala Lumpur, he started his primary education at the Pasar Road English School and then the Maxwell School where he completed his secondary education in 1955.

He started working as a teacher at the Prince Wales Institution in 1956. This school was run by Mr Kalakandan with many branches in Kuala Lumpur. 
In 1957, he joined the Information Department as a Field Officer. Having worked there for more than a year, he then moved to the Juridical Department (courts) as a Tamil Interpreter. After 14 years of service there, he then became a Trust Officer in Department of Public Trustee as Official Administrator. He was then promoted as Assistant Public Trustee and Assistant Official Administrator and became the Head of the Negeri Sembilan office. After a year, Dato S Karunanithi was transferred to Ipoh as the Head of Perak Office in 1976. 
As administrator, apart from the hundreds of estates of deceased persons he also became the administrator of the estate of the late Sultan Idris, Raja Muda Raja Musa, Raja Dihilir and many royal estates, which he administrated to the satisfaction of the beneficiaries. 

He headed the state office in Perak for 24 years during which time he was awarded the PPT, PMP and the DPMP which carries the title Dato.

From his young days, Dato S.Karunanithi was very interested in classical music (carnatic), dance and drama. This prompted him to form the Valluar Arts Society in 1960 at Kuala Pilah where he worked as Court Interpreter.

It is the same interest and with the idea to enhance carnatic music, Bharatha Natyam, art and cultural activities that he formed the Ipoh Fine Arts Society in 1989 with the help of some friends. He served as its President for 19 years. This society during its period presented a variety of recitals in Carnatic Music, both vocal and instrumental and organised Bharatha Natyam by many renowned artistes from India and Sri Lanka.

He also served as the Chairman of the South Perak District Jaffnese Co-operative Society for 20 years. In addition he has been a member with the Jaffnese Co-operative Society since 1956, for 56 years.

Dato S. Karunanithi has retired and spends his time playing golf and spending time with his grand-sons, reading and watching television. 
Dato S.Karunanithi and Datin Leelavathy have 2 children. Their son, Dr Saravana Kumar is a Gastro Gynecologists at the Fatimah Hospital, Ipoh. And their daughter Meenambikai is a Senior Officer in a bank. Their grandchildren are Akhilan and Aryan, both whom are currently studying in an International School in Kuala Lumpur.

Career wise, he had an illustrious career as a Civil Defence Officer moving up the career ladder from Junior Staff Officer to Deputy Director General of Civil Defence, Ministry of Home Affairs and retired in 1993, and was reemployed for another year. During his tenure of his service with Civil Defence he also served as a State Head (Director) Civil Defence Perak, Kuala Lumpur and Sabah. 

He has undergone several training courses both locally and overseas (under Colombo Plan Scholarship) and represented Malaysia in Seminars and Conventions. His services were recognised by many Governments (Japan, Australia), State Heads and the Prime Minister of Malaysia (now Tun Dr. Mahathir) and for his services to the nation, he was awarded the ‘AMN’.

St. John Ambulance Brigade has decorated him with their ‘Long Service Medal’ and among the professional membership he holds are (MICD) UK and (MCIPD) UK.

He has authored a book, “Tour of South Indian Temples” which was launched at the Kalamandapam, Scott Road , K.L. in 2009.

Due to his dedicated and conscientious work, he is still in ‘great demand’ and serves in many socio cultural organisations.
