This book, The Last Post: Story of Emergency & Commemorative Events (1948-1960) is another evidence of the extensive contribution the Malaysian Jaffna Tamils have made towards the progress of this nation including serving with courage in the Police Force during the challenging times of the Emergency.  

This book by an illustrious Police Officer, Dato’ R. Thambypillai, is a firsthand account telling true stories of the life under the Emergency, including those who perished at the hands of the insurgents.  On the effort undertaken by Dato’ R. Thambypillai, Tan Sri Yuen Yuet Lin, another illustrious Police officer who retired as the Sarawak Commissioner of Police, praised this book because “….. it will hopefully drive home to our various communities in nation that we won the war called Emergency through the efforts and unity of all our people of all races, religions and cultures….”.

Although the book also includes articles by other writers who have given detail accounts about various strategies employed by the security forces, including psychological ones, to defeat the insurgents, the major effort in the book itself is by Dato’ R. Thambypillay himself, who also served as the OCPD of Batu Gajah. It was revealing to read the story on the murder of three planters at Sg. Siput, Perak by the insurgents that became the turning point for the government to declare Emergency and the role of various personalities. It is clear from Dato’ R. Thambypillai’s  The Last Post: Story of Emergency & Commemorative Events (1948-1960)  that the leadership role played by the Police and other security forces that promoted the participation and support of thousands of Malaysians led to the successful fight against the insurgents in the forests, villages, towns and in the minds of the people. JCS urges its members, especially the younger ones, to read the book in order to understand the important role played by the security forces during the Emergency and appreciating that Malaysian Jaffnese, like Dato’ R. Thambypillai, had a major role in the eventual success in this war. Amendments to the KJB Rules and Regulations approved at the 81st Annual General Meeting on 24th June 2012
R &R NO: 2 (i) AND (ii) CESSATION OF MEMBERSHIP DUE TO NON-PAYMENT OF DUES

(i)
Any member whose subscription or any other dues to the Society is more than 3 months in arrears shall not be entitled to any of the rights and privileges of a member as laid down in these Rules & Regulations. Notwithstanding the provision of Undang-undang Kecil 20, 21, 22, 23 the Lembaga shall have power without reference to the General Meeting to remove from the Society’s Membership Register the name of any member whose payments to the Society are more than 6 months in arrears. (AGM 2012)

(ii)
On cessation of membership by expulsion or cessation of membership due to non-payment the Lembaga shall refund to the member the amount of his share and subscription immediately without dividend or interest after deduction of all amounts due by him to the Society. (AGM 2012)
R & R NO: 4 (i) ON WITHDRAWAL OF SUBSCRIPTION
(i)
Any member who is indebted to the Society either as borrower or surety may give 6 month’s notice of his intention to withdraw from the Society; but such notice shall be invalid unless at the end of 6 months’ notice he is free from all liabilities to the Society either as borrower or surety. Any member, who at the time of submitting his application for withdrawal is indebted to the Society as borrower, and whose total subscription in the Society is equal to or greater than the amount of the loan outstanding, may be allowed under exceptional circumstances with the sanction of the Lembaga, to set off this amount against the said subscription, and the balance, if any, shall normally be paid to him only after 6 months have elapsed since the date of his application to withdraw. {AGM 2012}
R & R N0.4 (ii) ON WITHDRAWAL OF SUBSCRIPTION
4(ii)
Any member in continuous membership for at least 10 years may be entitled to withdraw his subscription credit not withstanding that he has availed himself of his eligibility to withdraw of his subscription credit under Regulation 6(xvi), and on subsequent occasions after a lapse of every 10 years. A member who has attained the age of 45 and above and who has a continuous membership of 5 years is allowed to make a withdrawal of his subscription capital once in every 5 years and a member who has attained the age of 55 shall be entitled to withdraw at any time.


The remaining subscription balance after any such withdrawal shall not be less than RM1,200 provided that for members aged 55 and above, the remaining balance shall be RM500.00 and further provided that for members aged 70 and above, the remaining balance shall be RM120.00. (AGM 2012)
R & R NO: 5 (x) a ON LOAN AND ITS REPAYMENTS
(a)
Collateral security in the form of a mortgage or charge of immovable property found to be legally enforceable may be accepted by the Lembaga. The quantum of the loan shall not be exceed 80% of the value of the property or RM100,000/- for a single loan with Mortgage Reducing Term Assurance (MRTA) or RM200,000/- with MRTA to each member for a joint loan, whichever is less. {AGM 2012}

R & R NO: 6 (v) ON LAND AND BUILDING LOANS

The decision of the Lembaga with regard to the maximum amount of the loan shall be final. The maximum loan which shall be granted shall be RM300,000/- or 90% whichever is lower with Mortgage Reducing Term Assurance (MRTA) to each member but in the case of a joint application by 2 or more members purchasing a property the maximum loan which shall be granted shall be RM500,000/- or 90% whichever is lower with MRTA or 90% of (a), (b), (c), (d), (e), (f) (AGM 2012)

R & R No: 13 Benevolent Fund 

(i)
The Benevolent Fund formerly known as “Jaffnese Co-operative Society Benevolent Fund” which was established with effect from 20th July 1972 hereinafter referred to as the ‘Fund’ will be in effect on 1st June 1999. (AGM 1999)

(ii)
In each year a sum not exceeding 10% of the net profit of the Society after crediting the Reserve Fund shall be appropriated to the Benevolent Fund (hereinafter referred to as the “Fund”). {SGM 2005)

(iii)
The Fund shall be administered by the Lembaga of the Society in accordance with the Regulation of the Society and these Regulations.

(iv)
The Lembaga shall as it thinks fit, from time to time invest all or part of such monies credited to the Fund in accordance with the Undang-undang Kecil.

The fund shall be utilized for the payment to the nominee or in the absence of a nominee to the applicant as the case may be, in the event of the death of a member, provided that such deceased member has been a member of the Society for a continuous period:

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HAVE YOU REGISTERED YOUR NOMINEE (S) WITH THE SOCIETY

Under the Undang-Undang Kecil No. 17, members are required to register their nominees with the Society. Absence of a registered nominee results in difficulties for the dependant or the beneficiary of a member, as any sum due to the member cannot be easily paid out by the Society.

In many cases the matter can drag on for years and the money due may end-up with the Treasury under the Unclaimed Monies Act 1965.

In the case of members who have already registered they should ensure that the details are updated. There are a number of cases where, through passage of time, nominees have passed away. Perhaps members should make a check and take the necessary action.

Extract from Vol 1 No. 1 13th April 1937 of the Pathfinder


HEADQUARTERS OFFICE


1.	Membership. The number of members on the register on 1st January 1937 was 878. Fifty seven new members were enrolled during January to March while thirty seven resigned and two died. The total number therefore on the register on 1st April, 1937 was 890. The Committee feels that the number should be increased, and this can only be done by the District Committees who are kindly requested to do their best in this matter.


2.	Loans. Sixty six applications for loans for a total sum of $31,624.65 were received by the Committee during the three months and sixty two loans for a total of $28,910.65 were issued. The remaining applications were under consideration by the Committee of Management.


3.	One joint meeting of the District Committees in Kuala Lumpur was held in the Society’s office on the 17th February 1937 and at the meeting various subjects and interest affecting the members and the society were discussed.


7.	Suggestions for dealing with the unemployment of Jaffnese Youths. Members are invited to forward to the President of the Jaffnese Co-operative Society any suggestions or ideas they may have to deal with the situation.


8.	Annual General Meeting. Members are reminded of the annual general meeting of the society to be held in the Kuala Lumpur Town Hall on the 14th instant at 5 p.m. In order to enable the amendments to the Rules being taken up there should be a minimum attendance of 100. In view of the fact that there are 374 members in Kuala Lumpur it should not be a difficult matter for a quorum to be present. A reminder is given of the fact that Tea will be provided before the meeting.


9.	Fines for Default of payment of Loan instalments and Subscriptions: Attention of members in invited to by-law No. 33. The Committee of Management announce that when a person applies for and obtain the permission of the Committee for deferment of payment prior to the date on which the instalment or subscription falls due no fine will be imposed. In all other cases the fine will be imposed. Members are therefore advised to make their applications in sufficient time.
